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Details of how Kylie Gilbert was infiltrated and sp ied on/
How did Bernard Lewis' spiritual granddaughter get

People who fall into the trap of Iranian intelligence forces as "spies" are always a number of
researchers, tourists and environmental activists who collect sensitive information about Iran out
of interest!

Mashreq Politics Service - One of the cultural characteristics of the Cold War era between the
capitalist and socialist camps from the end of World War Il to 1991 and the collapse of the Soviet
Union was the novels and films of the spy genre, many of whose fictional characters became part
of Western popular culture. One of the effects of these films and novels was to shape the image
of the "spy" in the public mind of the world's people: an extremely cold-blooded, emaotionless and
stony-faced person, quick and agile, holding a revolver who drives the wrong way on the highway
like Superman and jumps from one rooftop to another... And of course, that famous raincoat and

hat and a cigarette that smokes like a chimney.

This subconscious image has settled in the general mentality of all readers and viewers of these
works, and when the word "spy" comes to mind, this same Hollywood image comes to mind.
Therefore, when they see the innocent face of a journalism "teacher”, the small and simple figure
of a "student” or the thin and pale face of a respected "scientist” in the field of nuclear medicine
as a spy (and a skilled and high-level spy) in the news, they cannot reconcile it with the settled
image of the "spy" that the likes of lan Filming, Graham Greene and Frederick Forsyth (among

the most important spy writers of the 20th century) have imprinted in their subconscious.

This is while the same Cold War image of espionage and spies did not match the reality of the
situation. During the same period, and even during World Wars | and I, there were famous
baseball players, actors, composers, a famous chef, a famous magician, a famous author of
children's and young adult books, and the like, who became spies or collaborators with Western

(especially British) intelligence services.

However, espionage in the form of a "tourist", "religious missionary", "researcher" and "university
professor" in our own country has a history of at least 120 years. Edward Granville Brown, who is
remembered as a prominent British "lranologist”, played an important role in the internal



developments of Iran during the Qajar period and became one of the main factors in the
prominence of the fake and deviant sects of Babism and Baha'ism. This person, who
unfortunately has a street in front of the western gate of Tehran University on 16 Azar Street

named after him, was a seasoned British spy. [1]

Bernard Lewis, an English Jew, one of the world's m  ost famous orientalists and
Islamologists, with whom Lambton traveled to Iran, was not only a collaborator of the
intelligence services, but also one of the main str ~ ategists of Western intelligence agencies
in the post-Cold War era. Many security experts con  sider Bernard Lewis to be the spiritual
mentor of wild American neoconservatives such as Ge orge Bush, John Bolton, and Dick

Cheney.

On Wednesday (November 25), a spy with triple citiz  enship who was working for the
Mossad service was exchanged for three Iranian citi ~ zens imprisoned abroad. This triple
citizen (Australian, British, Israeli), Ms. Kylie M oore Gilbert (born 1987), was arrested in

2018 by the Unknown Guards of the Imam of the Age (  a.s.) in the IRGC Intelligence
Organization on charges of spying for the Mossad.
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Australian Kylie Gilbert studied Hebrew with an Israeli professor at the University of Haifa, and
the additional Hebrew course lasted 8 months. During this time, she met an Israeli named Ruslan

Hodrov, and the two later married.

Kylie Gilbert at her wedding to her Israeli husband (a traditional Jewish wedding
ceremony called an Etel Chuppah). Ruslan worked for an Israeli company whose
executives were linked to the Israeli Internal Secu  rity Agency (Shabak). Kylie herself had



attended an intensive military training course in t he Gadna Parganas in the occupied
territories.

She also met and interviewed former Shin Bet chief Amy Ayalon to complete her thesis. Ms.
Gilbert began working with a security institute called the International Counterterrorism Institute
(ICT) in the early 1990s. ICT is affiliated with an institute called the Herzliya Center for
Interdisciplinary Studies in the occupied territories. The Herzliya Institute’s mission is to provide
the Israeli intelligence services with the data and content they need, under the guise of scientific
activities.
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After a three-month internship at ICT, Kylie was recruited to work on one of the projects defined
in this series, called the “Iran Project.” In 2013, she and her husband traveled to the occupied
territories for three months, staying in touch with the Herzliya Center four days a week, either in
person or online. At the same time, she submitted a research proposal to ICT on the topic of
“Iran and the Effort to Create a Shiite Bloc in West Asia with the Aim of Spreading Terrorism and
Sectarianism,” focusing on the presence of Iran and its allies in Syria.

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In fact, Kylie Gilbert's ICT expert, Devorah Margolin, as Aman's liaison, encouraged Kylie to
change her project from Syria to Bahrain because Aman was in dire need of identifying Bahraini
revolutionaries, the relationship between Bahraini Shiites and the Shiite pole in the world, the
Islamic Republic, and the communication network of Bahraini militant figures. In other words,
Kylie Moore Gilbert, this apparently Australian girl, took the lead of a mission from her security
employer as a security mercenary and started her espionage mission in the form of an academic

project.

As part of the mission to prepare the subject to be gin infiltrating Iran, she also completed
a year and a half of Arabic and Persian training. D  uring this period, she became more
familiar with the target country, its culture, and politics, under the tutelage of a Bahraini



political activist and politician close to the gove rnment and a staunch opponent of the
country’s Shiite movement.

Jassem Hussein is a figure close to the Bahrainire  gime’s intelligence apparatus. With the
coordination and cooperation of Jassem Hussein, Gil bert traveled to Bahrain to get to
know the subject of the research in the field. She regularly met with officers of the Al

Khalifa government’s intelligence service in a rest aurant in Manama.

Gilbert, who turned out to have studied his trainin g programs and espionage courses in

the occupied territories and Australia well, was ab le to gain the trust of many political

groups opposed to the government in Bahrain and to list a network of activists opposed
to the Al Khalifa government with precise names and characteristics.

He even interviewed many key figures in the Bahrain i opposition (about thirty
personalities and their families), including Nabeel Rajab. Ms. Gilbert received good money
from Jassim Hussein (and in fact the Bahraini gover nment and on the recommendation of

Israeli services) for the successful completion of the first phase of her project.



But the second phase of this young "researcher™s project was related to tracking and contacting
Bahraini figures who were present inside Iranian territory. Bahrain, which until 50 years ago was
a province of Iran and was considered part of our country, was separated from Iran in the 1950s
solely through the betrayal of Mohammad Reza Pahlavi and the brokering of members of the
British network in Iran. The vast majority of the population of this country are Shiites and love for
Iran is in their flesh and blood, and therefore, it is natural that a large number of Bahrainis are
present in their homeland, Iran, for various cultural, ideological and political reasons.

But traveling to Iran was not as easy as traveling to Bahrain, and special arrangements had to be
made to infiltrate a key figure like Gilbert. Therefore, in 2018, before traveling to Iran, a course on
the principles of travel protection to Iran was held for Ms. Gilbert at the University of Melbourne
through the Aman service. According to the mission schedule, she was supposed to interview
Bahraini students and scholars living in Iran in the first weeks of her trip to Iran. The fact that
Gilbert had officially completed her university education in England and Australia and there was
no clear evidence of her presence in the occupied territories, and in addition, there had been no
record of an Australian citizen being detained in Iran due to security issues, gave Gilbert and her

security chiefs a great deal of comfort that her intelligence connections were not being traced.

However, before traveling to Iran, this trained age  nt changed all her electronic equipment,
including her mobile phone, tablet and laptop, and entrusted her Israeli husband to clean
all her email accounts and social networks as soon as he felt the slightest problem in Iran.



She was supposed to find an important Bahraini figu re in Iran and residing in the holy city
of Qom and, through a connection with him, gain acc ess to a network of Bahrainis
residing in Iran. But this important figure was not easily accessible to a foreigner, and this
problem was to be solved through a connection with Jassim Hussein. That is, Gilbert had
to connect with Elias in Iran so that through him h e could find the trace of that famous
Bahraini figure in Qom.

Elias, of course, did not know the true nature of K ylie and her mission, but thought that

she was supposed to help a researcher interested in the Bahraini revolution. Kylie, a
seasoned operative of the Israeli Aman service, was able to attract Elias and force him to
cooperate, using the same old trick used by Zionist spies (headed by Livni, the former

Israeli Foreign Minister).

Under the guise of academic activity, Gilbert was able to attend a series of “Shi'ism” meetings at
the University of Religions and Denominations to connect with a German researcher in this field
who had close connections with Bahrainis living in Qom. Ultimately, through these connections,

he gradually and step by step found important traces of the important Bahraini cleric who was the
subject of his mission.

In the same process, Kylie talked to many Bahraini students and scholars and collected his

information in the form of puzzle pieces, and all this data was sent to the Israeli military
intelligence service or AMAN.



Kylie had begun her efforts before traveling to Iran by sending several emails to the State
Department and requesting a meeting with an expert on Bahraini affairs in the Iranian diplomatic
service. She even visited the Foreign Ministry building several times during her trip to Iran, but

ultimately failed in her goal.

This Aman spy eventually left Iran while on a tour to observe Iranian intelligence forces, but
returned to the country shortly after to complete her collection projects. This time, she was
supposed to look for clues to the Hebrew-Arab axis’ claims that the Islamic Republic was arming

Bahraini revolutionaries.

Here it is necessary to recall a very important issue. The Bahraini regime, based on hundreds
and thousands of documented reports from human rights institutions and organizations in the
West itself, has one of the darkest records of brutality and cruelty against its opponents and even



critics. The Bahraini regime, with the cooperation of a consortium of Hebrew-Arab intelligence
services and even the direct presence of Saudi military forces, suppressed the uprising of the
Bahraini people in the worst and bloodiest way.

According to countless reports and eyewitness testimonies, there is no humane or moral red line
in the persecution of opponents in the Al Khalifa regime's prisons, and the Al Khalifa regime's
intelligence apparatus, which is trained by Mossad, uses a combination of various methods of
torture and rape to crush opponents. Kylie Moore Gilbert was actually an intelligence collector
who was supposed to reach the inhuman and savage Al Khalifa regime through the Israeli
intelligence service to apply its repression and cruelty against opponents with greater severity

and intensity.

On his second trip to Iran, Gilbert regularly visited the holy places of the city of Rey and the holy
city of Qom, Islamic study centers and seminaries to complete his intelligence puzzle.



Finally, in September 2018, after a period of monitoring and follow-up, the IRGC Intelligence
Organization identified Gilbert's communications network and arrested him by judicial order. He
was sentenced to 10 years in prison by the Revolutionary Court for spying for Israel.

But as a final point, it should be said that in the "perception war" that has been waged against
Iran and the Islamic Republic's intelligence and judicial organizations since at least the winter of
2017 and the environmental spies case, it is pretended through the enemy's complex media
network and internal collaborators that there is no such thing as "espionage" against a country
with its size, population, position, and strategic importance in the region and international arena,
namely the Islamic Republic of Iran, and that these people who fall into the trap of Iranian
intelligence forces as "spies" are merely a handful of researchers, tourists, environmental
activists, or simply interested in Iranian culture and attractions who, out of extreme interest and
compassion for Iran and Iranians, collect highly sensitive data and information on Iran's missile
and nuclear facilities, or, out of personal interest and for family collections, collect the identities

and profiles of resistance activists.



In the propaganda bombardment of enemy or enemy-affiliated media networks, security criminals
are simply a kind mother, a devoted father, a patriotic scientist, or an Iranian leopard rights
activist, and the Iranian intelligence service arrests them for patricide and personal grudge.
Unfortunately, in this war of perception, the positions and statements of a number of figures who
are also responsible in the country complete the puzzle, as in the case of environmental spies
and spymasters such as Morad Tahbaz and Kavous Seyed-Emami (both of Jewish descent),
from a certain member of parliament to an advisor to the president to the head of the
Environmental Protection Organization intervened to disrupt the process of investigating

espionage and anti-security cases by blaming the judicial and security apparatus.

This is while in a Western country or Western-allied countries, no one in any position would ever
allow themselves to comment on various aspects of an open and ongoing anti-security and
espionage case, let alone question the case as a whole. On the other hand, at least two cases,
Nazanin Zaghari and Kylie Gilbert, showed that enemy intelligence services, by using young
women for infiltration and espionage, seek to both reduce the initial security sensitivities about
them and, when the subject is exposed and arrested, create an emotional aura around her
femininity and motherhood in order to more easily get her out of danger. The story of espionage
and counter-espionage in the 21st century has found its own complexities and characteristics,
and new dimensions and layers are being added to it day by day, and this issue makes it more

necessary to take some public education seriously to the masses in these areas.
